New members were orientated to the group’s plan for developing a Transition DVD. 
Recommendations were made to invite KASA members to attend the next meeting by teleconference and research existing resources:

· Waisman Center Video and Stories of Transition to the Adult World Booklet

· Youthhood Interactive Game

· Branch County and Calhoun County Videos

Questions were raised to how the DVD is going to be accessible to young adults with multiple disabilities. It was determined that a user guide offering tips of how to adapt the DVD should be developed.
When reviewing topical areas, it was suggested that:

· an 8th topical area be added: “Self Advocacy and Self Determination”

· Guardianship Options be included in Rights and Responsibilities Section

· the Community Participation Section include Americore and highlight how a community is enriched by young adults with special needs  

· a survey be distributed to Transition List serve and F2F Advisory Committee members to determine which 3 areas are the most important issues for young adults and families
· focus of the DVD be on the Medical Model rather than the Social Model

· The DVD is divided into three parts: young adults, families and providers.

Members reported on the research conducted to date and shared transition tools including:

· C.A.M. Corder a flip chart used in student led IEP’s

· Health Care Checklists and Transition Timeline developed by CSHCS

· Family Support and Rights and Responsibilities Manual

· Transition Idol Casting Call and exploring the purchase of flip cams for producing DVD.
